SANDY'S SNIPPETS
Tips on Sewing with Rayon and Metallic Threads

I recently taught a decorative stitch thread painting class, which brought to mind some tips 1'd like to share with you about sewing
with rayon and metallic threads. These specialty, or decorative, threads can help us create works of art, but if we don’t follow a
few basic rules, we will end up with more frustration than success. Turn your embroidery, or thread painting, into a dimensional
art form — an ‘art medium” that is 3-D and 4-D!

* Ablways use an embroidery needle for rayon thread in a size 11/75 or 12/80 for 40 weight rayon. Most embroidery designs
have been digitized to use 40 weight thread. It can be used in the bobbin, also, when both sides of the project will be visible.
* Use al4/90 embroidery needle for 30 weight rayon thread. 30 weight thread is heavier than 40 weight and can be used

successfully when a design is enlarged from its original size. It will fill in the larger area better. It is not recommended for smaller,
detailed designs.

* Rayon doesn’t do well when washed in chemical washes and bleach, so use mild detergent and no chlorine bleach for items
made with rayon or metallic threads that will be washed,
* Use a thread net, or spool net, over rayon thread spools when there is a problem with the thread unwinding off the spool

too fast. It can get tangled before it going through the tension disks, which can cause the thread to break or to jam up at the
disks. This is especially important to remember when using metallic thread, or even nylon invisible thread.



* It’s recommended to use a vertical spool pin when sewing with metallic thread. This allows the spool to turn as the
thread comes off, preventing twisting that can cause thread jams. If your machine doesn’t have one, you can purchase a stand-
alone thread stand that will sit next to your sewing machine, or your machine’s manufacturer may have one available for separate
purchase that will fit your machine.

* A size 14/90 embroidery, metallic, or top-stitching needle should give satisfactory results with metallic thread. The larger
eye, deeper groove and slightly rounded point of these needles prevents thread-fraying as it passes through the needle eye.

* Use a looser top tension when sewing with either rayon or metallic threads to prevent the bobbin thread from being
pu//ed to the surface of your project.

* Use a longer stitch length to give thread more visibility.

* 1 like to use a 100% polyester bobbin thread with rayons and metallics. It doesn’t pull to the surface like other bobbin

threads will. Bobbin thread should be the thinnest available.

Dry or dirty metallic thread breaks more easily, so keep it covered.

Check that the embroidery design has been digitized for metallic thread use.

Don’t use a fabric or stabilizer that is hard or stiff which can be abrasive to metallic thread.

Consider using a thread lubricant, for achieving better results.

Slow down! Sew at a slower speed than you normally do. Give your beautiful threads a chance to form proper stitches.
Always check your sewing machine owner’s manual for recommended needle type size for sewing with any specialty
